You, along with your group, will calculate the gains and/or losses for each of your five companies every day for the next three weeks in class. Stock Symbol Lookup:
Go to http://www.nyse.com
Click “Symbol Lookup” in the upper right corner.
Enter the name of the company you are looking for and click search.
Once you find the stock symbol, write it down on the worksheet and click the name of the company to find the current price.
If you don’t find the company you are looking for, please skip that one and search for the next company on your list.

Stock History:
For each company on your list, write down: the full name of the company, the stock symbol, the current trading price, the day’s opening price, yesterday’s closing price, and the year’s low and high prices.
Fill in the worksheet on the back with all of your stock research so that you and your team can make an informed decision investing your money.
Once you are finished, return to your group and decide which stocks to invest your $10,000 in!
